· However, there are instances where additional houses can planned to be built in gardens: and outbuildings, extensions and gateways may infringe on village character

	Concerns
	· The Society will not necessarily object to applications on request of interested parties – but we will discuss whether or not the application supports the ‘character’ of the village

· Typical recent concerns include: 

· a proposal to convert an industrial mill from commercial use to a development of over 30 flats in a high flood risk zone

· demolition of a 16th century cottage for redevelopment

· mobile phone masts and possible health hazards thereof

· proposals for a mobile home and outbuildings on a green field site

	· Written objections or support for planning applications

· Action to get spot listing from English Heritage  for unprotected buildings of interest 



	Level of Concern
	Moderate – there is a low risk of major development, and we are only consider proposals that have an impact on the visual enjoyment or implications on quality of life in our village.
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
